Mrs. Rosol’s Classroom Rules

1.  Show respect to the teacher and students. I will treat students with  the same behavior.  I will say please, thank you, and not talk when someone has the floor and I expect the same in return.  Do not talk when teacher or student is speaking.  Raise your hand to be recognized.  Treat the room and supplies with the respect you would treat things you owned.  Do not get out of seat to “wander” unless allowed to do so by the teacher.

2.  Responsibility involves coming to class prepared.  Be sure to bring to class the  necessary supplies, such as a pencil, book, notes, and assignments.

3.  No food or drink is allowed in the class, except water in a bottle with a cap.  In 3rd hour students may have a healthy snack at the beginning of class.  The 7th grade teachers sell snacks between the 2nd and 3rd hour.

4.  Work can be turned in written in black pen, blue pen, or pencil ONLY.  They will need to rewrite whatever they turn in that is in neon pink gel pen etc. if they want credit. Mrs. Rosol’s eyes are MUCH TOO OLD for such startling colors. 

5.  Problem behaviors will be dealt with by calling home to speak to parents, office referrals to the asst. principal, or meetings with parents.
