MASC AWARDS

For the eigth year in a row, the St. Clair High Student Council had been awarded the Michigan Association of Student Councils’ Award of Excellence. This is the most prestigious award given by our state association. And in fact, St. Clair High School is the only school, of the 350 member schools, to have earned this prestigious award for eight consecutive years.

For this current year, more than 100 applicants from over 350 member schools completed the 40-50 page written application for this award.  The application evaluates your council in five major areas:  goal setting, organization, project planning, problem solving, and community service.  Only 30 high schools, in the state of Michigan, scored enough points on their application to receive this prestigious award.  

Members of the student council spend many hours before school. during lunch, after school, and in the summer to create a comprehensive student activities program for the students at St. Clair High School.  The council sponsors over 75 different projects during the school year to benefit the school and the local community.  In the process students are given many opportunities to develop important life long skills in areas such as :  setting goals, planning events, evaluation, communication skills, problem solving , team building, and group dynamics.
