WHAT IS THE PURPOSE?

The purpose of the Class of the Year is to:

· Increase recognition of student achievements.

· Increase the number of students attending and participating in student activities

· Increase the diversity of students participating in student activities; 

involve all segments of our student body

· Improve school spirit & pride; promote a sense of family

· Make St. Clair High School a place students enjoy being

· HAVE FUN!

HOW DO YOU & YOUR CLASS EARN POINTS?

Over fifty different events will take place during the year that will allow students a chance to earn spirit points for their class.  Announcements for ALL Class of the Year events will be posted in the cafeteria.  These events include things such as dances, spirit competitions, attending designated athletic events, attending band or choir concerts, attending school plays, participating in the NEW class color wars, being recognized by your teachers for outstanding work or service, and many other similar events. 

Any event that is declared a Class of the Year event will have a table with council members handing out spirit cards worth either 5, 10, 15, 25, or 50 Points.  (Point values for an event will be announced in advance.) Students should pick up one of these cards at the "Class of the Year" table; place their name on the card; drop their card into the spirit box in the appropriate class' slot.  The council will count the spirit cards after each event and post a running score for the year in the cafeteria.  

For most Class of the Year events, each class will earn their points by adding up the point values of every spirit card turned in to the spirit box.  For example, if 75 members of your class each turned in a 10-point spirit card they earned for attending a dance, your class would receive a total of 750 points. .  Major events like building your class float, winning spirit weeks, and winning the spirit stick at pep assemblies can earn a class up to 5,000 points.

Every time you pick up a card and turn it in to the spirit box you increase your class' chance of winning the Class of the Year competition.   IN ADDITION, you increase YOUR chances of winning the 100's of prizes the council will be giving away, including a place on the bus for a trip to Cedar Point at the end of the year.

WHAT PRIZES?

Prizes will be awarded on several different levels.

1. Biweekly drawings for individual prizes including candy bars, gift certificates, tickets to the movies, tickets to school events, SCHS spirit items, SCHS clothing, and much more.

2. The class in the lead at the end of each term will receive a class prize such a pizza party, ice cream sundae bar, free bagel coupons, etc.

3. The class in the lead at the end of the year will be awarded a trip to Cedar Point, the council will pick all transportation costs and make all arrangements, students only pay the $22.00 group entrance fee.  100 Students will be drawn from the winning class from all the spirit cards turned in during the year.  Therefore the more you participate the greater the number of spirit cards, with your name, that will be in the box for the biweekly and end of the year drawings.

4. The winning class will have their graduation year placed on the NEW Class of the Year banner, which will be on permanent display in either the gym or new cafeteria.
