WHO ARE WE?

We are St. Clair High’s largest student led organization, comprised of over 90 active members.  All members are current students at St. Clair High School. 

The council itself consists of a leadership team of 16 members (4 executive officers and 12 committee chair people) and over 100 general members that are selected through an application process.

STUDENT COUNCIL STRUCTURE
The Leadership Team
The leadership team consists of four executive officers and 12 committee chair people.  Each executive officer supervises a team that consists of three committee chair people and approximately 25 general members.   Each team is arranged into three committees, which include one chair person and approximately 8 general members.  In addition, the executive officers and chair people are responsible for developing the council’s goals, master calendar and budget, conducting the official business of the council, coordinating all projects, and delivering leadership training.
The Council
The council consists of over 100 members, approximately 20-35 members per class.  All council members are selected through an application process in April and May of the previous year.  Each member is assigned to a committee for each semester, and is responsible for helping plan and implements approximately 4 projects per semester.
Advisory Boards
The council has been a apart of three advisory boards.  The East China School Board, The St. Clair High Staff, and the MASC State Board.  Advisory boards are by appointment of the council’s leadership team.
