CONFERENCE NOTES FOR THE ADVISOR

PLEASE distribute the following items BEFORE the beginning of the general session.

MASC/MAHS PEN – please distribute one pen to each participant

NAME TAGS – randomly hand one out to each participant, have them write their name and school on the tag.  Please make sure at least the first name is large enough to read from a short distance.  Do NOT remove the stickers from the name tags, they will be used for grouping students in the afternoon. Please try to mix your students up, don’t give the same “type” of sticker to groups of people you know don’t function well together

FOLDERS – Distribute one folder to each participant, FOLDERS ARE TO BE TAKEN TO EACH SESSION, the folders contain:

· GOTCHA sheet (green) – this is the opening mixer that will be done when the general session begins, please do not use the GOTCH sheet until announced

· An agenda (lime green) for the day along with a description sheet (blue) for each session to help students select tickets for their sessions

· An Educational Session Description sheet (purple) which provides a brief description for each educational session this morning.

· MASC song sheet (bright blue), will be used throughout the day

· Session Evaluations (orange) – students will be asked to evaluate each session they attend, these evaluations will help determine which sessions are selected for the state conference

· Conference Evaluation (pale yellow) – this will be filled out in the afternoon to help MASC/MAHS improve its services

SESSION TICKETS – In a white envelope are your tickets for attending each session; EACH participant should receive ONE of EACH colored ticket.  These tickets MUST be in the student’s possession to get into the session, NO ONE will be allowed into a session without the correct ticket.   Only a certain number of tickets have been printed for each session to help balance the attendance at each session.  This prevents one session from having 80 people and another session only 5.  In addition, each school has received only so many tickets per session, this prevents a group of 10 students from the same school attending the same session at the same time.  Large groups from the same school often make a poor audience.  

TICKET EXCHANGES – Advisors may exchange session tickets for another session.  This may be desirable particularly for schools with less than 10 students.  If you wish to make exchange of tickets for a different session, the ADVISOR MAY EXCHANGE TICKETS at the registration table.
