Seven years ago, St. Clair High School added a twist to the nomination of Prom King and Queen.  Moving into the 21st Century gave us the opportunity to update some outdated events, making them more meaningful to everyone.  1999’s King and Queen Voting raised over 2000 food items for Safe Horizons.  In 2000, we had the opportunity to help raise money for the fight against breast cancer. The student body, staff, and community responded with donations exceeding $6,800.00.  The class of 2001 chose to help in the fight against cancer by making the Relay for Life it’s focus and collected over $5,400.00.  With the help of the student council’s penny war, the senior class of 2002 raised $13,000.00 for cancer research.  In 2003, $10,663.88 was raised and the class of 2004 added $8,770.39.  2005 Seniors collected over $6625.00 in donations, 2006 raised 6,425.39, and 2007 raised $5.750.00 bringing a total of over $64,000.00 in donations in the last eight years through individual student body members.  Many of us have watched friends and family battle this deadly disease feeling we were helpless.  This has been our opportunity to fight back.  

RELAY FOR LIFE, the American Cancer Society’s signature event, is a unique, empowering and fun way to make a difference in the fight against cancer.  Over the last 23 years, Relay For Life has spread to well over 4,000 communities in the United States and eight foreign countries.  The power of Relay is that it allows a community to grieve for those lost to cancer and to celebrate the lives of those who have survived. No donation will be denied, remembering the purpose is to raise funds for the fight against cancer. A candidate may collect from parents, parents’ friends, aunts, uncles, grandparents and neighbors.  Four male and four female seniors, with the most money donations, will earn the opportunity to compete in Battle of the Crown 2008.  This competition will take place at an all school assembly on May 02nd, the Friday before Prom.

The quest for donations officially begins Monday, March 31st and runs through Thursday, April 24th.  All participates will receive a certificate of appreciation at this assembly.
