Icebreaker #1 - Corners

Supplies:

Four posters – “Strongly Agree”, “Agree”, “Disagree”, “Strongly Disagree”

List of controversial and/or silly statements, i.e. “The environment should be the central focus of our government” or “Ketchup is better than mustard.”
Directions:

Have the group all congregate in the center of the room. 

Tell the group that you will read a statement and they should go to the corner with the poster that best states their opinion.

Read the first statement, a silly one. The statements should get more serious as the game progresses.

Statements:

· Ketchup is better than mustard.

· Seniors should win class of the year.

· Sophomores should be able to get a school parking pass.

· IPods and cell phones should be allowed in school.

· A.P. Classes should not be on a 5 point scale.

· Education is the most important national issue.

· Minimum wage should be at $10.00.

· Out-sourcing should be restricted by the government.

· Spanking is a good way to discipline children.
· We should immediately withdraw all of our troops from the Middle East.

After going through all the statements call the group back together for debriefing.
Debrief questions:

Did you have the same opinions as your friends?
Did a lot of people share your opinions?

Were you surprised by the amount of people going to other corners for some issues?

Icebreaker #2 – Yarn
Supplies: 6 balls of yarn

Directions:

Break the group into smaller groups of 12-14 and have them stand in a circle.

Give the ball of yarn to the shortest person in the circle.

That person says his/her name and one statement about him/her. “I’m Lizzi, and I like purple.” etc.

Then they hand the yarn to the next person. That person says their name and statement, plus the name and statement of the people before them. “I’m Mary, and I like mashed potatoes. That is Lizzi, and she likes purple.” So on and so on.
