Dear RSVP Facilitator –

Congratulations on leading your first RSVP Summit! Summit 2 is this Thursday, December 4th. The process will follow the same format as Summit 1; you will be called down ten minutes early from your second hour to pick up your summit script and materials. The same room assignments will be used for Summit 2. We are looking at reshuffling for Summit 3 or 4.
A lot of issues were identified in the first summit, and this year’s projects will be:

1. Improving Lunch –

Food Prices

Long Lines

Cards

Outside Vendors

2. Sophomore Parking

3. Study Hour –

This would be an added hour like a homeroom. A few minutes would be taken from the first six class periods, and moved into one time slot which would be used to complete homework. The dilemma with this is that, according to STATE LAW, we have to spend a specified amount of time in front of a teacher and homeroom would not count towards this quota.

4. Exam exemptions –

A state law has made common assessment in core classes mandatory. 

There were a lot of good ideas, but these are the ones we can handle this year. Keep in mind that RSVP will be a yearly program. We could not fix everything in one semester. We recognize that these might not be your room’s favorite ideas, but they were what the student body as a whole and the administration identified as the best fit to fix this year. If your room is especially unhappy with an idea feel free to spend more time on an idea that your room does support.
Remember that you are presenting the ideas only, and it is the task of the students to come up with suggestions on fixing the issues. You feedback sheet should follow this format, what you want, then how you’ll get it.
1. We would like to improve the food price and selection in the lunch room. We hope to accomplish this by meeting with Chartwell’s about price and getting outside vendors to come sell food on certain days – like McDonald’s or Taco Bell.








Try to be detailed on what you want, and how you want to achieve that. Your feedback sheet is not due until fourth hour Friday, December 5th. Please take the time to fill out your sheet thoroughly, as you are the voice of twenty other students. Your room’s plan does not need to cover every little detail and obstacle yet, but it does need to be thorough enough that a third party can understand it. Some of the feedback sheets from Summit 1 were a little too vague.
Also, December 11th is another new event at SCHS called Late Night Leadership. This is a free event, with dinner provided. This event will go from 6:00 – 9:30, and is a great opportunity to improve your leadership skills. Look for sign up during lunch the week before the event. We hope to see you there!
