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Proposed by the St. Clair High Student Council

Premise

· The breakfast is the first of a series of events that take place throughout the year to acknowledge the importance of the senior class’s contributions

· By engaging the senior class early and often, one of our goals is reduce or eliminate the poor behavior of some seniors at the end of the school year

· This event will be book ended with a Senior Sunset Picnic on their final day of school on May 

Purpose:

1. Bring the senior class together at the very beginning of the school year so the administration and council advisors can remind them about how their actions and decisions will have a large impact on the quality of the school year for everyone.

2. Seniors will be asked to complete a Goal Card – that asks them to put a few goals they would like to accomplish in their senior year in writing – these cards will be collected by the council and mailed to each student after first semester as a reminder and check point for the seniors

3. Seniors will be asked to make a commitment to graduate with their class on time – as a token of this commitment they will be asked to place their handprint and signature on a Senior Wall to be hung in the cafeteria – some schools have used this wall as a back drop for their senior honors program and/or graduation

4. Seniors will vote for their senior shirt – which will be ordered in October

5. Seniors will make nominations for class song, color, flower, motto, etc.

Agenda:  It is anticipate the event will run from 7:00 AM – 8:00 AM

· The council will put placemats on the tables and hang appropriate “decorations/signs” in the cafeteria beginning around 6:30 AM

· Breakfast will be served beginning at 7:00 AM in the cafeteria by Chartwells.  The council will pick up the cost of the breakfast.

· Goal cards, class shirt ballots, and class nominations will be available on each table.  Students will be prompted to complete these tasks through the cafeteria PA

· Somewhere around 7:20-7:30 the administration and student council advisors will BRIEFLY address the senior class.  This should be a motivational, upbeat, and positive message.  Please NO nuts and bolts type announcements.

· A 1-2 minute ceremony will be conducted by the council advisor to reinforce the significance of their hand print and signature on the wall

· At the conclusion of the “ceremony”, students that have completed their breakfast and forms will be directed towards the intervention room which will be covered in a large tarp and set up for creating the wall (or this could be held on the front lawn).  Students will pass a series of three boxes that will be used to collect the three different forms - they will be checked off a list by a member of council – they will sign the wall panel first – then place their hand print on the wall – then go to the clean up station – from their they will receive a timed ticket to return to first hour

· The council will clean up any extra mess after the breakfast 

Issues to resolve

· Will there still be a breakfast sale in the cafeteria?  Can it be set aside for a day or be set up in an alternative site for the one day?

· Pushing the AM Tech students through early – what time does their bus leave?

· Will we be able to recruit teachers on prep or counselors to help with the wall so we can run multiple stations?

· Mark and Rick being able to attend the event

· Can we schedule the wall to be hung up prior to September 12 – so we know it will get done this year?
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
