Dress Up Days

· All Students dressed up receive 2 pieces of penny candy
· Monday – students wear any kind of apron earn a spirit ticket, any student that also have utensils earn another spirit ticket
· Tuesday – students wearing 50% of their class color earn a spirit ticket
· Wednesday –students wearing “wacky” clothes (miss matched or crazy) earn a spirit ticket, students that also have “wacky” hair earn another spirit ticket. (“wacky clothing” is at the teacher’s discretion)
· Thursday –students wearing the supplied nametag earn a spirit ticket, in addition students may be called down to the office based on their name tags
· Friday –students wearing 50% red or blue (blue jeans do not count) earn a spirit ticket.
List of Spirit Hour Contests for Spirit Week

· Monday – Pizza Trivia –students are to fill out the trivia packet given to each class, then turn in trivia packet to office, students are allowed to use computer for this trivia
· Tuesday–NY Sports –on a sheet of paper have students name as many NY sports teams, and players as they can, once the list is complete send the list down to office, students are not to use the internet to find teams, teachers are to make sure students do not cheat!
· Wednesday –Fashion Trivia - students are to fill out the trivia packet given to each class, then turn in trivia packet to office, students are allowed to use computer for this trivia

List of Slideshow and P.A. Activities

· Monday – NY Landmarks – A series of pictures of NY Landmarks will be played over a slideshow. Students are to guess the name of each landmark and turn in their answers to the main office with the name of the teacher on the top of the sheet of paper.

· Tuesday – Sports Sounds – A series of sounds will be played over the P.A. and students are to guess what sport (baseball, football, volleyball, etc.) the sounds are from. The answer sheet should have the teacher’s name on the top and will be turned in to the office..

· Thursday –Musical Trivia –A series of Broadway songs will be played over the P.A.. Students are to guess what the name of the song is and what musical it is from then turn their answers in to the main office with their teacher’s name on the top of the paper.
List of Class Spirit Contests for Spirit Week
· In all of the following items, students should be encouraged to bring supplies from home. The Student Council will be supplying some basic materials, but students should plan to supplement them.

· Door Decorating (due end of hour Wednesday) –each class will be given 2 sheets of roll paper and will be asked to decorate their doors to promote SCHS, to promote their own grade, and to promote the homecoming theme of New York City
· Create a Taxi Contest (due end of hour Thursday)  –each class will be given 2 sheets of yellow roll paper and will be asked to create a taxi that promotes SCHS, their class, or the homecoming theme of New York City

· Bleacher Decorating (will be put up during lunch on Friday) –each class will be given 1 sheet of roll paper and will be asked to create decorations for their bleachers for the assembly.- each class is to assign no more then 5 students to put the decorations up during lunch on Friday.
Explanation of Body Sculpture Task

· Each day students will be asked to create a body sculpture. This means students put their bodies together to create one collective shape.
· Students may be as creative as they want to be in the creation of these sculptures.

· Please encourage as many students to participate as possible. The more students involved in the sculpture, the high score they will receive.

· There is a minimum of 5 students necessary to participate.

Thursday Oct.2nd -Trial Spirit Hour

· Video Announcement –on the Friday before spirit week we would like to inform the student body  of what will happen during spirit week, what materials they need to plan for, and a sample of some of the prizes they can win
· Assign the tasks for the rest of the week to small groups of students in your spirit hour, so they are ready to go on Monday. The idea is to have small groups of students in your classroom working on various projects during the week. Encourage the students to spread out the work. All of the tasks can be completed if the work is divided up, otherwise it will be difficult to complete all of the tasks

· Ask students to bring in supplies –we will provide a limited number of supplies for the contests, a majority of the supplies should be brought in by the students. Please DO NOT RAID the school supply closet! Students are to be creative with the materials supplied.
